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Generic Host Master File Maintenance Formats

Enabler defines a generic file format for importing master files from a host system.

The file contains records of various types described below.  All records are comma delimited, and the first field always identifies the record type.

Guidelines for producing the Enabler Generic Master Files:

· Character fields should contained within double quotes. 

· Numeric fields with decimal components contain an explicit decimal in the log file

· Code fields (primary/foreign key fields) should be downloaded only in uppercase (if they contain alpha characters).

Layby Imports

Enabler gives you the ability to electronically import laybys from another system.  Layby data is imported from ISLLAYBY.DAT rather than ISL-FILE.DAT.  Details are provided below.

Customer Order Imports

Enabler gives you the ability to electronically import customer orders from another system.  Customer Order data is imported from ISLCUORD.DAT rather than ISL-FILE.DAT.  Details are provided below.

Other Interface Files

In addition to the files outlined above, Enabler will load the following data files, details of which are provided in this document:

ISL-FILM.DAT
- Film canister identifiers

ISLPCODE.DAT
- Australian postcode file

ISLCUSTB.DAT 
- Charge account customer balances

Record Headers

The first field in each record is the record header.  In Enabler versions prior to version 3.75.00, the record header contained only the record type, a two-byte value.  For example:

“PC”,”20280635”,… for a Product Change record.

From Enabler version 3.75.00, this remains a valid option.  However, the option exists to send extended record headers.  Extended headers contain additional fields of information within the first field of the reord.  These sub-fields are separated by pipe (  |  decimal 124, hex 0x007c) characters.  The fields are:

Field
Explanation






1 Record identifier – as per previous Enabler versions

2 Record sequence number

3 Date (CCYYMMDD) that the record was generated

4 A checksum value for the record

Two sample record fragments are shown below, one using simple record headers and the second using extended headers:

Checksum

The fourth field of an extended record header is a simple checksum value for the record.  It is calculated by summing the ASCII character codes for every byte of the record, including all quotation marks and field delimiters, but excluding the first field – the record header field.  In the extended header example above, the checksum calculation should be performed from the opening quote of the second field.  The record fragment is reproduced below, with the section in bold indicating the start of the checksum calculation.  The checksum algorithm should continue until the very last character in the record (be that a quotation mark of some other data item).  No trailing tabs or spaces, however, would be included in the calculation.

“PC|1021|19990727|13231”,”20280635”,…


If extended headers are provided, Enabler will calculate the checksum, and compare it with the checksum embedded in the extended record header.  If the comparison fails, Enabler will not import the record, nor will it send a positive record acknowledgment for this record (see section below).  

Record Acknowledgments

If extended record headers are supplied, and the “Send acknowledgments back to host” setting is on in the Host Interface Setup Screen, then Enabler will export to .ACK acknowledgment files the entire record header, plus the branch code, for every record processed, so long as it passes the checksum test.  Positive acknowledgment files are simple ASCII files, with one acknowledgment per record.  Each record is LF/CR delimited.  The .ACK files are placed in the directory specified in the Host Interface Setup Screen.

A sample acknowledgment file containing valid acknowledgment records:

(The store’s branch code is MPS)

PC|1021|19990727|13231|MPS

PC|1022|19990727|12382|MPS

PC|1023|19990727|23819|MPS


While the checksum is a useful tool, a considerable amount of work must be done on a host system to correctly implement re-sending of unacknowledged maintenance.  You should weigh up the work involved in creating a system to manage this against the expected benefits.

For example, support the price of product ABC is changed from $120 to $115 on 12 July, and on 13 July it is changed to $110.

If branch 1 never acknowledges the maintenance from 12 July and HO resends it on 14 July, then branch 1 will be incorrectly left with a price of $115 for product ABC after the price change is re-transmitted.

Enabler will not guard against this – it is up to the host system not to resend maintenance that is out of date, irrespective of whether the maintenance remains unacknowledged.

Descriptions
The full description is displayed by Enabler in all product search and maintenance screens, and would typically be used to print on wide invoices, although this feature is not yet implemented.  The short description will print on receipts and be displayed on the Enabler sales screen, if supplied.  If the short description field is empty, the long description will be truncated and used.  Enabler will print (n - 10) characters, where n is the width of the receipt printer, as specified in Enabler equipment setup.  Data loaded into the short description field should be constructed to fit into the receipt width available.  

Field List ‘PF’ Records

Unlike other record types, the product import offers the ability to import only a subset of fields.  To do this, you must first download to Enabler a ‘PF’ record that lists the fieldnames to be imported.  For example:

PF,PD_PLU,PD_RRP

Following the PF record, all PC records must include only the fields specified in the ‘PF’ record.

The first field must be the PLU.  If a PF record is downloaded where PD_PLU is not the first field, all subsequent PC records (until the next valid PF record) will be rejected.

If no ‘PF’ record is received before a ‘PC’ record, Enabler will import all fields in the sequence specified in the table layout above.

Example file:

Markdown Maintenance

Customer Number

If this price applies only to a single customer.  Otherwise the field should be a NULL string (“”).

Customer Category

Limit the availability of this price to a single category of customers, otherwise NULL.

Quantity 

For quantity break discounts, qty sold must be >= quantity for this price to apply.

Branch
The branch code is compared with the branch into which this file is being imported.  If the branch code does not match, this record will be ignored.  If the branch code in the file is a null string (“”), it will be imported into all branches.

Surrogate Key – Field 13

Specifying a unique value for this field for every record every sent to Enabler allows full add/change/delete control of these records via the interface.  If this field is blank, Enabler generates it’s own internal surrogate key value and the interface supports Add operations only.

Markdown Reset

Send a markdown reset (zap) record to remove all existing markdowns for a PLU.

Forward Price Changes are price changes that are sent to Enabler in advance, specifying the date upon which such price changes are to be activated.

Forward price changes are installed during an automatic scheduled event which is normally run overnight. So, if this process runs at 22:00, and you want prices to actually take affect on the 20th of April, you need to send the prices to the store to be applied on the night of the 19th of April.  (If the scheduled event runs at 00:00 or later, make sure the price changes are downloaded to be applied on the 20th of April).  

The process which applies forward price changes will apply any price change with a date <= (less than or equal) to the current date.  As each price change is activated, it is deleted from the forward price change table.  This process runs on the store server only, the server then sends the price updates on to the tills.

Importing islcustb.dat will either replace or update/append the existing customer balance information depending on the setting of the flag illustrated below:
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Prior to version 4.16, this flag did not exist and islcustb.dat would always replace the existing records in Enabler.

Note:  Client code 7 will (from version 4.16 on) always treat islcustb.dat in append rather than replacement mode, regardless of the configuration setting illustrated above.

Purchase Orders, Advance Shipment Notification

Enabler will import records in the ISL-PO.DAT file into it’s pending purchase orders database.  These are then available to receive against in Enabler’s Goods Receiving system.

PO Number and line number are optional fields.  If not specified, Enabler will assign it’s own purchase order number and line numbering.  If these fields are specified in the interface, the line numbers must be unique, sequential numbers.  The purchase order number must not be reused.

If Enabler assigns the purchase order numbering (fields are blank in the interface file), a single purchase order will be created for each cluster of line items from the same supplier code.

Branch Code – Option.  This should be specified on purchase orders imported at head office, to be received on behalf of stores.  The branch code should be the same for all records within a single purchase order.
Examples:

With numbering specified:

“010101000002”,1,”20280635”,1,5,”20000215”,45,0,0,”22315”

Without numbering specified:

,, ”20280635”,1,5,”20000215”,45,0,0,”22315”

Barcodes for Accompanying Documentation:

In order to allow a purchase order/ASN barcode to be scanned in Enabler at the product prompt, you must structure the barcode according to the following rules:

Either:

· Ensure the first character of the barcode is 0 (zero); and

· The last three characters are 007 (zero-zero-seven)

Or:

· Ensure the prefix matches one of the the identifying prefixes specified in purchase ordering setup.

The former barcode format matches the barcode format generated by Enabler for various transaction types.  The latter format is provided to offer greater flexibility for transactions imported from third party systems.  The barcode prefix specified must not be used on product labels as doing so would prevent successful scanning of those products.
